CAN (ability in the present)
COULD (ability in the past)
BE ABLE TO (all tenses)
POSSIBILITY:
CAN

MIGHT




MUST (something is logically true)



CAN´T (it implies that something is logically impossible)

OBLIGATION:
MUST (the obligation is inside the speaker)




HAVE TO (the obligation is outside the speaker)




MUSTN´T (it implies prohibition)




DON´T HAVE TO (lack of obligation)




NEEDN´T (lack of obligation)

SHOULD




OUGHT TO

PERMISSION:
CAN (give permission)




COULD (it is a more polite way of asking permission)




MAY (give permission, more formal)
